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D. CRAIG ALLRED, MD is currently Professor of Pathology at Washington University School of Medicine, St. Louis, Missouri. Dr. Allred is a leading authority on the pathology of breast
diseases, and has been active in translational breast cancer research for many years, publishing over 250 manuscripts in leading medical journals.
